About DTX500 Version 1.10

The Owner's Manual included in the DTX500 is for firmware version 1.10. This leaflet provides supplemental information
for DTX500 version 1.10.

To check the version number:
Press the power switch while holding down the [SHIFT] button.
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Trigger Setup List (page 12 of Owner's Manual)

Trigger Setup parameters of the DTX500 version 1.10 are shown in Table 1 . For users of the DTX500 series Drum Set, set the Trigger
Setup to “1: Medium” or “2: Dynamic” In addition, you can set suitable pad types for your drum set as shown in Table 2.
